Production ready artwork is  
artwork delivered to us in vector graphic format.

Adobe Illustrator
File extension(s):  .ai
File type:  vector

Please note that placing a bitmap/raster image in an Illustrator �le and 
saving it does not convert it to vector format and will retain the same 
printing issues as its original format.  A correct .ai �le is one that has 
been created in Illustrator.
 

Encapsulated PostScript
File extension(s):  .eps
File type:  vector

EPS �les are created in a program that can handle vector image drawing, 
most commonly Adobe Illustrator or CorelDRAW.  Please note that  
placing a bitmap/raster image in an .eps �le and saving it does not  
convert it to vector format and will retain the same printing issues as its 
original format.  A correct .eps �le is one that has been created in one of 
the above listed programs.
 

With editing capabilities
File extension(s):  .pdf
File type:  vector (if created as such)

Please note that placing a bitmap/raster image in an .pdf �le and saving 
it does not convert it to vector format and will retain the same printing 
issues as its original format.  A correct .pdf �le is one that has been 
created in Illustrator or CorelDraw and saved with editing capabilities.

 
Scalable Vector Graphic
File extension(s):  .svg
File type:  vector

SVG �les are scaleable but are usually used for graphics that  
need to be saved as a small �le, such as a graphic for a mobile 
phone.  They are slightly more dif�cult to edit for purposes like 
screen printing (i.e. your custom ChicoBag�).  Vector formats 
are better.  However if this is all you have it is much more  
preferable than the below bitmap/raster formats.
 

Portable Network Graphic
File extension(s):  .png
File type:  lossless bitmap/raster

If you can not �nd a vector graphic, this is our preferred  
bitmap �le format.  PNG Files loose the least amount of  
image information after compression.  Please send the largest  
version you have available.
 

Joint Photographic Experts Group
File extension(s):  .jpg,  .jpeg
File type:  lossy bitmap/raster

Send us the largest �le you can � scaling down works better  
than scaling up.  Please note that every time a .jpg is re-saved  
it looses quality, so for the best results please send the  
largest �le that is close to the original creation of the .jpg.

Here is a list of prefered file formats (some production ready, some not), in order of preference.

  

VECT OR  GRAPH ICS  v s .  B I TMAP/RAS TER  GRAPH ICS
 
Vector graphics are made up of shape outlines that are mathematically created.  This gives the graphics the 
ability to be scalable to any desired size without becoming pixelated or blurry. 

Bitmap/Raster graphics are made up of pixels � small dots of color � which come together as a picture when 
put together.  While the graphic may look good when first created, if it needs to be resized larger it looses  
quality and many times adds jagged edges where edges should be smooth � not pretty or professional.   
It is also more difficult and sometimes impossible to make any changes (such as ink color).

IN SHORT- VECTOR GRAPHICS ARE EASIER TO WORK WITH AND PROVIDE HIGHER QUALITY GRAPHICS,  
GENERALLY RESULTING IN A HIGHER QUALITY FINISHED PRODUCT
